Study Number Nine – Genesis 31:1-55 

So far we have had eleven births so we spent most of our last 

study in the obstetrics ward with the birth of all of these kids. 

This is the twenty-year mark. This is the time now for Jacob 

to leave Paddan Aram and go back to the land.  

So many ask the question, how do we know the Lord’s will in a 

given situation? Well, this is the best passage to turn to 

ascertain the ingredients of finding what God is trying to tell 

us to do and also how to pick the temperature and understand 

that we’re moving in the direction He would like us to go. 

We have a house full of jealousy, competition, conflict and the 

birth of twelve kids, as the scene of our study opens. Now 

understand, as soon as Leah was married, in those first four 

years she had four kids—Reuben, Simeon, Levi and Judah. 

Remember Rachel was barren and so that created great havoc. 

As the scene of the last study opened she asked and begged 

Jacob emotionally for children or she would die. And of course, 
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she continued to be barren. But Bilhah, the handmaid, had 

two children—Dan and Naphtali. 

 

Then jealous Leah put her handmaid in there. Not according 

to the law, because she’d already had four children. Zilpah 

had two kids—Gad and Asher. And then as fate would have it, 

Leah had two more— Issachar and Zebulun. 

 

Then later Leah gave birth to a daughter by the name of 

Dinah. And we’ll just mention her briefly in our episode.  

 

And as the study closed, finally God remembered Rachel—it 

was so beautiful—and she gave birth to Joseph, begging God 

to give her another child. 

 

So we spent most of our time in the obstetrics ward at the 

Haran Hospital, with children being born right and left. 

 

Out of those twelve children will eventually come the twelve 

tribes of Israel. It helps us understand that God, even in our 

disobedience, even in our mistakes, even in conflict and 

frustration, can supersede all of that and accomplish His 

sovereign purpose. We’re going to see that in the rest of the 

story. 

 

But our hero still has a lot to learn and we’ll see some of what 

he’s been through in the twenty years, because he’s going to 

get mad and he then gives a speech. And he’s going to really 

let everybody know what he’s been through over these twenty 

years. 
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Well, as fate would have it, as the scene of this study opens, 

Jacob is privy to the two boys of Laban having a conversation.  

 

v. 1 Jacob heard that Laban’s sons were saying, “Jacob 

has taken everything our father owned and has 

gained all this wealth from what belonged to our 

father.”  

 

“Jacob heard that Laban’s sons were saying, ‘Jacob has taken 

everything our father owned and has gained all this wealth 

from what belonged to our father.”’ 

 

When we’re looking for the will of God, first of all there is an 

inward desire. And we ended with that in our previous 

episode. After Joseph was born, the text tells us that Jacob 

longed to go home. It could be weariness, it could be 

heartache, or something else. He knew that his time there was 

done. 

 

He came with nothing and now he’s leaving with twelve kids, 

four wives, all kinds of servants and flocks. And as the scene 

of the study opens, Reuben is probably 13 and Joseph would 

be about 6, and everybody else falls into that parameter. And 

he overhears the conversation. 

 

The thing that makes us concerned, when we overhear a 

conversation of somebody who’s speaking negatively of us, or 

they’re saying things about us, that probably if they’re young 

they’re just restating what they’ve heard at the dinner table. 
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And so this makes it even worse because now he also is 

beginning to ascertain that it’s not just the kids, Laban has 

changed his attitude toward him. And we’re going to notice 

that in the next verse. 

 

v. 2 And Jacob noticed that Laban’s attitude toward 

him was not what it had been.  

 

“And Jacob noticed that Laban’s attitude toward him was not 

what it had been.” 

 

So his friendliness, his openness, his transparency, now has 

turned to avoidance. It’s turned to rejection. 

 

It’s been tough for him, because he’s been calling the shots for 

twenty years. And now he’s been whipped, big time, on this 

whole business of the livestock poker game that they’ve been 

playing for the last six years. 

 

He’s lost so much and Jacob has gained so much. So it’s 

awkward for him, even to take—have an intelligent 

conversation with him. 

 

So we have TWO THINGS: 

 

1. he has some BOYS that are pretty upset, and then  

 

2. his BOSS who’s also changing his attitude. Six years ago 

he was so excited and wanted him to stay because he was 

being blessed by his being there. 
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Now that’s all changed again.  

 

Here comes the third one—and this is the big one: 

 

v. 3 Then the Lord said to Jacob, “Go back to the land 

of your fathers and to your relatives, and I will be 

with you.”  

 

“Then the Lord said to Jacob, ‘Go back to the land of your 

fathers and to your relatives, and I will be with you.”’ 

 

We’re thinking God doesn’t speak like that today. Oh yes, He 

does. 

 

If we are faithfully reading the Word. One of the things we 

have emphasized is every day to read the Word, because we’re 

going to miss our assignments if we don’t.  

 

The passage of scripture that we’re reading now is very 

relevant. 

 

It’s phenomenal when we are faithful to read the Word, that 

we’ll get it. 

 

Well, here it is. Now granted, there’s not the written word. So 

God speaks to him. And God basically says, “Go back to the 

land of your fathers, to your relatives, and I will be with you.” 

 

Does that remind us of anything? That’s exactly the message 
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that the Lord gave to him at Bethel when He told him that He 

was the God of Bethel, and that He would be with him, and 

He would prosper him, and He would kill for him and bring 

him back once again. 

 

So, now who do we have? Well, we have kids that are not 

really very friendly anymore. We have the old man, the boss, 

who’s pretty upset and his attitude’s changed. But then the 

third thing that hits us is that we have an affirmation from 

the Lord, something that’s come from Him. 

 

When we’re looking for God’s will, we spend a lot of time in 

the Book. We spend a lot of time reading the Word. And the 

message is: 

 

INWARDLY—we have a desire to go back because of these 

relationships, 

 

OUTWARDLY—we’re facing impossible circumstances,  

 

UPWARDLY—now we have a divine message. 

 

We think that should be enough. No, it isn’t. We have to talk 

to our wife.  

 

It is not worth damaging the relationship by bulldozing ahead 

and doing something that we’re not in agreement on. That’s 

the best way to get the devil in the midst of it and to bring all 

kinds of hurt and stress. 
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Isaiah 32:17 

 

The work of righteousness will be peace, and the effect of it, 

quietness and assurance. 

 

If one person goes ahead and leaves the other one behind, 

they’re going to suffer for that. And here he does the coolest 

thing. He goes and talks, not to the handmaids, just Leah and 

Rachel—the wives. 

 

And notice, as we get ready to move on in the text, that he’s 

going to do this. 

 

We need to trust God, that He knows exactly what He’s doing. 

His deployment is perfect. We’ve got to be sensitive.  

 

Samuel Rutherford in The Loveliness of Christ said: 

 

(The Loveliness of Christ: Extracts from the Letters of Samuel 

Rutherford selected by Ellen S. Lister) 

 

 Let him make anything out of me, so being he be glorified 

in my salvation: for I know I [was] made for him.

Whoever gives heed to instruction prospers, and blessed is he 

who trusts in the Lord. 
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He’s no dummy. He is not going to stay around the house 

where the boys can overhear any conversation, so he goes 

right out. He asks the women to come out and meet him in the 

field so this can be a private conversation. 

 

v. 4 So Jacob sent word to Rachel and Leah to come out 

to the fields where his flocks were.

Now watch this. This is so beautiful.  

 

v. 5 He said to them, “I see that your father’s attitude 

toward me is not what it was before, but the God of 

my father has been with me.  

 

“He said to them, ‘I see that your father’s attitude toward me 

is not what it was before, but the God of my father has been 

with me.” 

 

So he’s still bearing witness to the providence of God and the 

blessing of God in his life, in spite of the way Laban has been 

treating him. And then he says to the wives: 

 

v. 6 You know that I’ve worked for your father with all 

my strength,  

 

“You know that I’ve worked for your father with all my 

strength,” 
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He lives by Colossians 3:23: 

 

Colossians 3:23 

 

Whatever you do, do your work heartily, as for the Lord rather 

than unto men; 

 

What he’s saying to that is, “You know, I’ve really poured 

myself into this thing. I’ve given it my best shot all the way 

through with your father.” 

 

v. 7 yet your father has cheated me by changing my 

wages ten times. However, God has not allowed him 

to harm me.

What’s been going on for the last six years? As soon as birth 

was given to the speckled, he voted for the spotted on the next 

one and ended up losing his shirt on that one. And he’s never 

won one because every time he turned around, Jacob had a 

full house. He had complete control of the whole thing.  

 

SPEECH #2 is to his sweethearts here, and in God’s presence 

and protection: 

 

“[He] has not allowed him to harm me.” 
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v. 8 If he said, ‘The speckled ones will be your wages,’ 

then all the flocks gave birth to speckled young; 

and if he said, ‘The streaked ones will be your 

wages,’ then all the flocks bore streaked young.  

 

“If he said, “The speckled ones will be your wages,” then all 

the flocks gave birth to speckled young; and if he said, “The 

streaked ones will be your wages,” then all the flocks bore 

streaked young.” 

 

When God wants to get across a message, sometimes He won’t 

let up. And Laban has sown so much deceit, so many lies, so 

much cheating, it’s his time to learn. And he doesn’t like it at 

all obviously, and that’s what’s changed the whole 

relationship. 

 

Every time Jacob would be hearing from Laban as to what his 

wages would be, the whole flock turned out to be that way.  

 

1. So the PROSPERITY AND THE BLESSING is #1 for 

Jacob and  

 

2. It’s the PERSONAL DEALING WITH LABAN through 

these experiences. 

 

v. 9 So God has taken away your father’s livestock and 

has given them to me.  

 

“So God has taken away your father’s livestock and has given 

them to me.” 
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That’s DIVINE INTERVENTION. That is God at work in the 

situation and he’s paying testimony to it. 

 

Now, when we get to verse 10, sometimes when the scripture 

is magnifying the providence of God, there will be verses that 

will just be dropped in there to let us know why and how he 

prospered. And there it is in verse 10. 

 

v. 10 “In breeding season I once had a dream in which I 

looked up and saw that the male goats mating with 

the flock were streaked, speckled or spotted.

So it was out of that dream that all of those plans that he had 

in the last episode came into being. 

 

v. 11 The angel of God said to me in the dream, ‘Jacob.’ 

I answered, ‘Here I am.’

v. 12 And he said, ‘Look up and see that all the male 

goats mating with the flock are streaked, speckled 

or spotted, for I have seen all that Laban has been 

doing to you.  
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“And he said, “Look up and see that all the male goats mating 

with the flock are streaked, speckled or spotted, for I have 

seen all that Laban has been doing to you.” 

 

There’s great comfort in that. The reason that God is giving 

him wisdom right now is because God is fully aware of what’s 

happening to him. And we need to be comforted by that fact. 

That when things aren’t working out the way we thought they 

should, maybe things are just turning sour, always remember 

that the Lord’s looking down and He is very much aware.  

 

And at this point God is determined to bless and to prosper 

our hero Jacob in providing substantial livestock for his 

wealth and his future. He’s doing it because: 

 

“I have seen all that Laban has been doing to you.” 

 

Are there any verses that tell us that? How about: 

 

Hebrews 4:13 

 

All things are naked and open unto the eyes of Him with 

whom we have to do. 

 

2 Chronicles 16:9 

 

The eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole 

earth to show himself strong in the behalf of those whose 

heart is completely his. 
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Psalm 34:15 

 

The eyes of the Lord are toward the righteous and his ears are 

open to their cry. 

 

Proverbs 15:3 

 

The eyes of the Lord are in every place watching the evil and 

the good. 

 

“Jacob, I’m giving you wisdom. I’m helping you win. I’m being 

faithful to My promises.” That’s laymen’s terminology of 

what’s going on here. 

 

Now, when we get to verse 13 there’s a very important 

statement here because it’s going to play into the next couple 

of studies. Our hero is not going to stay on the victory slide. 

 

v. 13 I am the God of Bethel, where you anointed a 

pillar and where you made a vow to me. Now leave 

this land at once and go back to your native land.’” 

 

“I am the God of Bethel, where you anointed a pillar and 

where you made a vow to me. Now leave this land at once and 

go back to your native land.’”” 

 

Now He doesn’t say go back to Bethel, but He is “the God of 

Bethel.” And He said, “I will bring you back here to this 

place.” That’s where he saw the stairs on the first night out, 
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coming the other way twenty years before. 

 

Now God has broken the silence of twenty years in speaking to 

him once again, telling him to go back to that place. And we’re 

going to understand that he didn’t get the message completely 

in the next episodes. 

 

A. W. Tozer has written some great things. Listen to what he 

said: 

 

(The Pursuit of God by A. W. Tozer) 

 

 As we begin to focus upon God, the things of the spirit will 

take shape before our inner eyes. Obedience to the word of 

Christ will bring an inward revelation of the…It will give 

acute perception enabling us to see God even as is promised to 

the pure in heart. A new God-consciousness will seize upon us 

and we shall begin to taste and hear and inwardly feel God, 

who is our life and our all. There will be seen the constant 

shining of “the true Light, which lighteth every man that 

cometh into the world” … More and more, as our faculties 

grow sharper and more sure, God will become to us the great 

All, and His presence the glory and wonder of our lives. 

pp. 58-59 

 

And then he ends it with this great prayer: 

 

(The Pursuit of God by A. W. Tozer) 

 

 O God, quicken to life every power within me, that I may 
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lay hold on eternal things. Open my eyes that I may see; give 

me acute spiritual perception; enable me to taste Thee and 

know that [You are] good. Make heaven more real to me than 

any earthly thing has ever been. Amen. 

pp. 58-59 

 

Now we know why all the stuff he wrote outlived him and the 

personal relationship that he had. 

 

Jacob’s coming back to that. It’s been twenty years and it’s 

been rough, because all the decisions Jacob made during that 

time has been made in the flesh. And Laban too. It’s been just 

as bad if not worse.  

 

And so it’s been a hard time. Maybe we’ve had that in our life. 

Joel calls it “the years that the locusts have eaten.” And yet 

God is always faithful to make up for that if we’ll simply trust 

Him and turn it over to Him. 

 

Now watch this: 

 

v. 14 Then Rachel and Leah replied, “Do we still have 

any share in the inheritance of our father’s estate?  

 

“Then Rachel and Leah replied, ‘Do we still have any share in 

the inheritance of our father’s estate?” 

 

Both of those women are ticked off. He gave them away for 

seven years of work and they did not get any part from the 

revenue that was gained because Jacob served there for 
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fourteen years, basically is what they’re saying. 

 

“We didn’t get anything from that. We’ve been treated as 

foreigners.” 

 

v. 15 Does he not regard us as foreigners? Not only has 

he sold us, but he has used up what was paid for us.  

 

“Did he not regard us as foreigners? Not only has he sold us, 

but he has used up what was paid for us.” 

 

In other words, “Everything he gained from the two of us he’s 

gone ahead and used it all up for himself.” 

 

Now, look how the wives respond to this” 

 

v. 16 Surely all the wealth that God took away from our 

father belongs to us and our children. So do 

whatever God has told you.”  

 

“Surely all the wealth that God took away from our father 

belongs to us and our children.” 

 

And that last statement is the greatest thing a wife can say to 

her husband when he’s struggling with an issue: 

 

“So do whatever God has told you.”’ 

 

There is a sweetness, there’s a peace about that. Maybe it’s 

some big decision that’s been weighing heavily upon us that 
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relates to the family or other circumstances that we’re 

insecure about, and yet to have our sweetheart come up 

alongside, and we know that God is in it, saying, “So do 

whatever God has told you.” 

 

They are not going to stand in the way. They’ve heard all the 

evidence. They’ve heard the fact that the boys are criticizing. 

They’ve heard the fact that Laban’s changed his attitude. 

They’ve heard the message that he has selfishly taken 

advantage of Jacob in changing his wages ten times. They’re 

saying, “It’s time for us to go. Do whatever the Lord has told 

you.” 

 

But these ladies come through, don’t they, big time? They’re 

supporting him. When Jacob gets the green flag with that 

much evidence, we’re not surprised at verse 17—that he does 

not waste a minute.  

 

v. 17 Then Jacob put his children and his wives on 

camels,

Now, isn’t it interesting that the timing of all of this departure 

is when Laban is not on location? The sheep shearing time is 

about three days journey away and so it says: 

 

v. 19 When Laban had gone to shear his sheep, Rachel 

stole her father’s household gods.  

 

“When Laban had gone to shear the sheep, Rachel stole her 

father’s household gods.” 

 

Now that troubles us, doesn’t it? And it’s going to need to 

because for the rest of this story we’re going to see some 

things that are related to the idolatry in their family. 

 

These idols evidently were just little, kind of like good luck 

charms. She wanted Jacob to be successful in his trip. They 

were like a journey fetish or something that they carried to 

give them security and safety as they travel, for prosperity 

and good luck. All of those things could be involved in this, but 

she stole them. 

 

Now, 1 John 5:21 says, “Little children guard yourselves from 

idols,” doesn’t it? 

 

We read in 2 Corinthians: 
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2 Corinthians 6:14 

 

Do not be bound together with unbelievers for what 

partnership has righteousness and lawlessness… 

 

But remember who it was that deceived the first time? Laban 

substituted Rachel and put Leah in the bed. She’s processed 

all that stuff but she’s not gotten over it. And so this is “one 

up” on dad now. It’s tit-for-tat. 

 

We have to be so careful about that because the Lord’s looking 

down and He knows all about what’s going on. But we’ve got a 

daughter like her daddy here and she has stolen the 

“household gods” as they’ve gotten ready to flee. Jacob doesn’t 

know anything about it, because he makes some statements 

here that are going to be very troublesome. 

 

In the Samuel Rutherford book, he said: 

 

(The Loveliness Of Christ: Extracts from the Letters of 

Samuel Rutherford selected by Ellen S. Lister) 

 

 I am most gladly content that Christ [breaks] all my idols 

[into] pieces: it [has] put a new edge upon my blunted love to 

Christ. I see he is jealous of my love, and will have all [for] 

himself.

And that truly is what He wants for us. 
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v. 20 Moreover, Jacob deceived Laban the Aramean by 

not telling him he was running away.  

 

“Moreover, Jacob deceived Laban the Aramean by not telling 

him that he was running away.” 

 

So they’re a team. Rachel deceives her dad by stealing the 

gods and Jacob deceives Laban by taking off at an opportune 

time when they’re shearing sheep. And they get a good head 

start on the whole thing. 

 

Kathy Herman has become quite a prolific author of Christian 

fiction. She makes the following statement: 

 

(Ever Present Danger by Kathy Herman) 

 

Compromises can start out small and escalate into tragedies 

with heartbreaking repercussions. At the very least, they 

weaken our spiritual defenses and our witness. And there 

seems to be no end to the excuses we invent to justify the 

unbiblical choices we make.

Look what he does, verse 21.

So this is a 

450-mile trip and so they’ve made some ground over these 

weeks. Laban is ignorant of the fact that they’ve left. 

 

v. 22 On the third day Laban was told that Jacob had 

fled.

Doesn’t every story deserve a good chase?  

 

Well, Laban is so mad and so ticked off that he pursues him 

and his family together. Isn’t it great how God does stuff 

though? Look what happens in verse 24. Does God obligate 

Himself to protect us in impossible circumstances? There it is 

again! 

 

v. 24 Then God came to Laban the Aramean in a dream 

at night and said to him, “Be careful not to say 

anything to Jacob, either good or bad.”

In essence He’s saying, “You better be very careful in your 

anger about what you’re going to say and what you do.”

THREE QUESTIONS—one “WHAT” and two “WHY’s”: 

 

“‘What have you done? You’ve deceived me, and you’ve carried 

off my daughters like captives in war.” 

 

Right on the OFFENSIVE, the “WHAT” question is: 

 

“What have you done?” 

 

Then the ACCUSATION follows: 

 

“You’ve deceived me,” and 

 

“you’ve carried off my daughters like captives at war.” 

 

Remember when Leah was put in the bed instead of Rachel, 

what Jacob said to Laban the next morning? He uses the exact 

same words. 

 

Genesis 29:25 
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“What is this you have done to me? Was it not for Rachel that 

I served with you? Why then have you deceived me?” 

 

Isn’t it interesting how what goes around comes around? And 

we have the same scenario in this situation.  

 

Laban would have made a good politician. He has an attitude 

of total innocence. It’s filled with: 

 

HYPOCRISY and 

 

EXAGGERATION. 

 

It’s going to come out here.  

 

Here come the TWO “WHY” QUESTIONS: 

 

v. 27 Why did you run off secretly and deceive me? Why 

didn’t you tell me, so I could send you away with 

joy and singing to the music of tambourines and 

harps?

singing to the music of tambourines and harps?” 
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Jacob is going to be more truthful about this.

The one good thing about this is, that’s the way she feels 

about those household gods and idols because of the twenty 

years she’s seen in her husband Jacob.

It’s amazing the timing in these situations and the lessons 

that come out of them. 

 

Now there are just seven lessons that come out of this study.  

Understand the ingredients in ascertaining the will of God. 

Try to think of all of the things that Jacob did. He had the 

inward desire to go, he saw the change in the boys, he saw the 

change in Laban, he got a word from the Lord, and he got an 

affirmation from his wives. And so as a result, he moved right 

on track. 

 

Lesson #1: The indicators for a new direction in the will of God 

are described in these verses: 1) there is the inward indicator 

which is the desire on the part of the one being led; 2) there is 

the outward indicator and that is the circumstances that 

surround us; and 3) there is the upward indicator and that is 

God speaking clearly to us through His Word.

Lesson #6: Bitter and resentful feelings will often come to the 

surface at a time of confrontation. 

 

Lesson #7: God has seen my affliction and the toil of my
